
Juan Siddi  was born in Frankfurt, Germany, his mother from Spain and 
father from Italy.  As a child, he wasintroduced to  Flamenco and began 
performing when he was 10 years old.  He studied with Rebeca Carmona 
and La Tani in Barcelona and at 15 he was performing in Tablaos 
Flamencos “Al Andaluz” in Frankfurt.   

He has performed internationally with Compañia Flamenco Alhama and 
Noches de Amor Productions  throughout Europe and in the Bienal de 
Flamenco Sevilla, Spain; toured Europe with the Music Ensemble of 
Benares in “Kathak meets Flamenco”; was principal dancer with Rafael 
Cortes and Company for 5 years ; he appears in Flamenco Festivals in 
Europe and the USA ; most recently was featured soloist with La Tania’s 
Flamenco Music and Dance Company and with Carola Zertuche’s Theatre 
Flamenco of San Francisco ; was principal male dancer of Maria Benitez 
Teatro Flamenco. In 2007 he formed Juan Siddi Flamenco Theatre 
Company  which toured Colorado and New Mexico with sold out 
productions and rave reviews and just concluded an 11-week 
performance season.    

Now based in Santa Fe, New Mexico, he teaches and choreographs for 
Santa Fe Community College and The Institute of Spanish Arts.
